Cremated Remains Plots Regulations (agreed by PCC in 2006)
1) These Plots are for the burial of cremated human remains only

2) A plot can only be used with permission of the Rector.

3) The remains will be buried in a wooden (or other biodegradable) casket The casket may be no bigger than 12”x12”.

4) A memorial stone may be placed on the plot. These stones must be:-

a) laid horizontally flush with the ground

b) a maximum size of 12”x14”

c) made from Black (Paradiso) Granite
d) Lettering must be Times Roman Font and Silver in colour
e) No motifs of any sort are permitted

5) Names can also be recorded in the Book of Remembrance held in the Church by arrangement with the Rector.

6) Flowers may be laid on the memorial stone. No containers are allowed. The parish reserves the right to remove any containers or flowers which are dead. Artificial flowers are not permitted. No ornaments of any kind are permitted.
7) Flowers may also be placed in the containers along the front edge of the Garden of Remembrance.

THESE REGULATIONS HAVE BEEN APPROVED BY THE CHANCELLOR OF THE DIOCESE OF CHESTER AND OBSERVANCE IS A LEGAL REQUIREMENT. THE GARDEN OF REMEMBRANCE IS ALSO SUBJECT TO THE DIOCESAN CHURCHYARD REGULATIONS. A COPY OF WHICH IS ON DISPLAY IN THE PORCH.
